Stand Firm

mind tells me that it cannot possibly be spring and 

more cold and rain are 

just around the corner… 

Something else that is 

also around the corner is 

the potential of more 

storms for pregnancy 

resource centers all over 

our beautiful state of 

California.  

In a previous newsletter I 

wrote a quick review to 

help eliminate confusion 

about a new law passed 

in December titled 

AB775, and how it would 

impact medical 

pregnancy resource 

centers and non medical 

pregnancy resource 

centers (which is what Pregnancy Support Group is). I 

hope that I made it clear that we would personally be 

compliant to this law as the law does not force non 

medical pregnancy resource centers to do anything 

more than post signage that says we are not medical. 

We have never misled or misstated who we are so this 

law becomes more of an inconvenience than anything 

else and just another way for the state to insert 

themselves into the activities of our organization. The 

stronger storm comes more to those that are medical. 

They must post a phone number leading women to 

social services who then give women information on 

how to acquire an abortion…as if they were somehow 

incapable of using their cell phones to find out that 

information on their own. Our pro-life lawyers all over 

the state will be fighting this compelled speech for 

months to come.  

But a stronger wind blows that leaves us all a bit 

stunned as we watch the founders of a California 

based company, CMP (Center for Medical Progress), 

get indicted in Texas for capturing the atrocious acts 

of Planned Parenthood as they sold fetal baby parts 

across the country. And in fact, CMP is being indicted 

for the very thing that Planned Parenthood was doing 

for which they are not being indicted.  If this does not 

make your mind reel, I do not know what would. 

Angry words fly as PPH (Planned Parenthood) accuses 

journalists of using smoke and mirrors and fake IDs to 

gain access into their inner lair while completely 

ignoring what was discovered when the journalist got 

there. For years, we at pregnancy resource centers 

have been under this type of scrutiny by both PPH and 

NARAL (National Abortion and Reproductive Rights 

Action League). Both of these organizations boast of 

having done their own undercover work doing the 

same things such as unauthorized photography and 

posing as fake clients in our Pregnancy Resource 
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Centers all over the country in the years prior to 

AB775’s passing. These undercover visits provided no 

evidence to back up the words these groups herald 

our way but, when Center for Medical Progress did 

their due diligence we were all…or at least all of us 

should have been…appalled at what was discovered 

when the curtains were thrown back for all to see.  

While feeling a bit discouraged and contemplating 

these current events, I ran across a story…a very old 

story…the date was August 23, 1871 and the title of 

this story is “The Evil of the Age”. Written by Augustus 

St. Clair, a journalist with the New York Times, he was 

given an assignment to go undercover with a young 

lady as a couple to investigate medical malpractice in 

the illegal underground abortion business. Once I got 

over the shock that the New York Times was capable 

of compelling non biased journalism, I was captivated 

by the way the author unapologetically states his 

findings without mincing words. One quote states 

“there is a systematic business of wholesale murder 

conducted by men and women in this city that is 

seldom detected, rarely interfered with, and scarcely 

ever punished by law.” The author went on to clarify 

even further…” Thousands of human beings are thus 

murdered before they have seen the light of this 

world, and thousands upon thousands more of adults 

are irremediably ruined in constitution, health and 

happiness. So secretly are these crimes committed 

and so craftily do the perpetrators inveigh their 

victims, that it is next to impossible to obtain evidence 

and witnesses. St. Clair’s series also delved into the 

financial machinery fueling abortion clinics, noting the 

clinics were anything but the “back alley” operations 

we have heard so much about from the abortion 

lobby. Even in 1871, these facilities were dressed in 

elegant decoration, expensive mahogany furniture 

and fine tapestry carpets.  

He further stated that, if even a portion of the hideous 

facts could be revealed, the reader would shrink from 

the appalling picture.  

The last part of Augustus St. Clair’s comment really 

caught my attention. Even knowing this story was 

written 145 years ago, I along with this author 

assumes as he said that once the hideous facts could 

be revealed that the reader would shrink from the 

appalling picture. Now, here we are 145 years into the 

future. We are still capable of proper, unbiased 

journalism, but, we are also able to capture the 

images from which Augustus St. Clair could only 

describe though his words that many years ago. 

However, did the readers shrink from the appalling 

pictures? Did they cry as they heard the videos 

describing without shame what the intention of the 

abortion industry is? Did they run to the aid of those 

being victimized? They did not. In fact, even the very 

paper that published this discovery 145 years ago, no 

longer bares the truth in unbiased journalism but 

instead, as people like Gosnell and others are called 

out for their own atrocities, the New York Times and 

other newspaper follow suite to carefully not 

criminalize these perpetuators in the eyes of the 

public. 

As one author in the Breaking Point puts it,  

“While conceding that the “details of the crimes are 

horrific,” the Times insisted that “the Gosnell case 

does not really speak to the broader abortion debate.” 
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On the 

contrary, the 

Times 

regarded 

attempts to 

push back the 

“commonly 

defined date 

of viability 

from 24 

weeks to 20 

weeks or even 

earlier,” to be 

a “part of a 

larger push to 

prevent 

women from 

exercising 

their 

reproductive 

rights.”” 

The author goes on to say that “Attitudes toward 

abortion in America have never been fixed and 

immutable. The nineteenth century saw abortion go 

from mostly illegal but winked at, to illegal and 

strongly frowned upon. Public revulsion, translated 

into policy, putting that century’s abortion mills out of 

business.” 

Doesn’t this tell us that public opinion can change 

policy? What if we make our opinion known to those 

we vote into office? Is a candidate worthy to be 

considered if that candidate’s moral compass already 

does not point toward the value of life? In my opinion, 

that means they are broken in other important areas 

as well. 

While pregnancy resource centers continue to be 

disparaged in the public arena, I believe that truth will 

prevail even though there still remains the present-

day media’s unwillingness to cast a negative light on 

the abortion industry. This in spite of all evidence that 

the Center for Medical Progress’s investigation has 

brought to light showing the truth of illegal and 

unethical practices of the abortion business, and yet 

as we have said before; it is the investigators 

themselves who are made out to be villainous 

monsters.  

St. Clair stood firm in his conviction in the face of 

adversity. Abortion was and still is a big business, and 

St. Clair had to turn down bribes and ignore death 

threats to get the story out. But his willingness to take 

risks to his career, reputation and life for his 

commitment to the sanctity of life opened the eyes of 

sleepy America to the exploitation of women and the 

horrors of abortion.
